●​ 4-6 words 
●​ Focused on who you are, stand the test of time 

 
Examples: 

●​ Grace: We are part of this community because of God’s gift of grace to and for us. 
●​ Entrepreneurial: We take risks for the sake of the gospel  
●​ Generosity: God is giving to us in great abundance, we respond with generous hearts.

The share with a 
neighbor what values you named.  As a table, look at the values and see if groups of values 
arise. Share as a large group.

●​ A small group will begin to work wordsmith them and you will then be invited to consider 

two questions:
